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An Opportunity for Renewal

Our congregation has an opportunity to pursue a path of vision and renewal. With the support and
encouragement of the Staff Support Ministry Team, both Pastor Christian and Pastor Tiffany are planning
for sabbatical leaves. Pastor Jane Shields had been planning a renewal sabbatical leave with the Staff Sug
port Ministry Team. Some funds were-sside in the budget for expenses that would be necessary. Al-
though Pastor Shields accepted a Synod position before taking a sabbatical leave, those monies are still
available.

The New England Synod strongly encourages congregations to provide for and grant their pastors
a sabbatical or renewal leave of three consecutive months after every four years of service in that setting.
It is expected that the pastors will return to minister to their congregation refreshed and renewed in body,
mind, and spirit. A sabbatical is not a vacation, nor is it a time for routine work, searching for a new call
or a new career or retirement planning. The pastors would be expected to commit to remaining in that
congregation for a minimum of a full year following the leave and hopefully longer!

A committee has been formed to work with the pastors on an endeavor of writing sabbatical pro-
posals, creating a congregational renewal or vision process, and applying for a grant to assist with the ex-
penses involved. The committee has studied the Synod Sabbatical Policy and has found five points that
are significant and exciting to anticipate.

A pastoral sabbatical:
1 Encourages longer pastorates
1 Contributes to spiritual growth
1 Refocuses ministry approaches
1

Prevents burnout or compassion fatigjueevicarious trauma experienced by helping pro-
fessionals

1 Strengthens congregational leadership

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ACTIONS THAT BUILD A FRIENDLIER CHURCH

The Welcome Ministry team gets regular tips from Master Greeter, Rich Liedtke. These tips are
for everyone at St. Peter 6s.

1) Our visitor is our biggest advertiser. You may think that the regular attendee is our biggest ad-
vertiser, but he is not. A movie goer will tell 5-10 people about the new movie he saw. Likewise,
our visitor will leave the church and tell 5-10 people in the next week about his experience at our
church. This process is unchangeable. What he says will either promote you or punish you. If
he had a positive experience, he will promote you and attract people to our church. If he had a
cold experience, he will punish you and cause others to stay away. Therefore, it is with major
consequences that you must treat your visitor with love and importance. He is your biggest ad-
vertiser.

2) Our visitor is our new worker / leader. Some of our visitors will come from other churches
where they have been workers and leaders. From the beginning some will be ready and willing
to help and lead in our congregation. Others will take longer after they have rested from their
previous experience. Some of our new people will have little or no church experience. Provide
simple opportunities for them to become involved. It is from the ranks of these new people our
new workers and leaders will emerge.

Pray for God to bring new people into our church and to bring them back. Pray for present mem-
bers to reach out to each other. Prayer Lesust he
humble ourselves before Him. Let us ask Him to work through us. Let us tell Him that we are
available to be used as His smile, His handshake, His words of introduction. And because we

are ready, let us ask him to bring in our midst new people to meet whether they are new to the
