In early June David McWilliams, Mary Hansen Joyce , Debbie Scott and | spent
three days in Springfield, MA represer
New England Synod (a gathering of ELCA churches of New England). We wit-
‘nessed some of the destruction caused only days earlier by tornadoes in Monson,
Wilbraham, and Springfield. However, we traveled with gratitude and a sense of
purpose, bringing with us the bleach, and Fantastik for the Lutheran Social Services Offering (for cleanup) a
nonperishable food items for Springfield residents.

Totals for Offerings, Food Collection  at Assembly

Number of pounds of food we collected for tornado relief: 5,920;

Number of equivalent meals: 4,677,

Amount of money given to the Food Bank of Western Massachusetts: $2,002.33;
Amount of money given to the ELCA Malaria Campaign: $3,760.83.

What made this synod assembly different from other years was that Saturday was largely dedicated to volun
teering and service projects around Springfield. Most of these were planned well in advance. Some people
went to sing at nursing homes, others painted homes or repaired a porch for elderly residents, assembled hy
giene kits for those affected by tornadoes, distributed meals, knitted prayer shawls, wrote letters of advocacy
set up an outdoor carnival for neighborhood youths or engaged in gardening and weeding. Your pastor end
up weeding at the zoo!

1 A memorial requesting the national church to do likewise

1 A resolution to establish community gardens (That churches and the synod consider the creation of
community gardens as part of their ministry to the community and in partnership with emergency food
services, farmerdés markets and produce swaps)

We are afflicted in every way, but not crushed; perplexed
but not driven to despair; persecuted but not forsaken; struck down but not destroyed (2 Corin-
thians 4:8-9).

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

Our hearts have been breaking for weeks as we have watched incessant storms devastate many
parts of the United States. From the plains of North Dakota to the bayous of Louisiana, floodwaters
and torrential rain have washed out communities and cropland. Destructive tornado strikes leveled
homes for miles in cities and towns including Joplin, Mo., and Cullman, Ala. Two ELCA church
buildings -- one in each state -- were destroyed.

The winds destroyed the building of Peace Lutheran Church in Joplin, but not the faith of its mem-
bers. Last Sunday they gathered in the parking lot in the midst of debris and shattered hopes to worship in the strong
name of the risen Christ.

In the aftermath of storms that seem relentless, we may

In Alabama, we
are already at work with the Mennonites and the Christian Reformed Church in a rapid rebuilding project. Elsewhere,
partnerships are unfolding with the United Methodist Church and others to coordinate volunteers to repair and rebuild
homes and lives in the months and years to come. Working together we can achieve more on a scale and scope than we
could ever achieve alone.

9 we will give generously. We are already organizing volunteer opportunities in response to the unmet needs of
these communities. To support our efforts, please give now to ELCA Disaster Response. Your gift designated to Severe
Spring Storms will be used in full -- 100 percent -- for the people and communities deeply affected by these storms.

I we will stay until the work is done.  One of our strengths as Lutherans is our practice of sustained response after
a natural disaster, built on local networks of congregations and social ministries. Central States Synod Bishop Gerald
Mansholt compared our work to long-distance running. ELCA Disaster Response was one of the first to arrive in Missouri
and Alabama, and they will be the last to leave. Even as we begin this journey, our work continues on the Gulf Coast and
in Haiti.
