| For one week in late May | will be at my annual continuing education retreat. We
call ourselves the Sisters in the Spirit and are a group of 5 Presbyterian clergy-
women who have known each other since seminary. Each year we commit to

“ spending a week together, moving locations annually based on the places we
have served (NJ, PA, FL, VA and MD, MI and OH, and of course MA). During our annual gathering
we have a topic and a guest speaker, someone wiser than we are who is willing to share their knowl-
edge. (homiletics, Old Testament women, spiritual direction, prophetic preaching, new views of the
"worship wars", to name a few).

We also spend time talking about ministry, family, and personal issues. We debrief about our minis-
tries, solve complicated problems, and recommend future plans of action. We share re-

sources. And we worship together daily. And although we aren't Lutheran, we do eat well when we
are together.

In between serious topics and eating, we take time to play. Each year we try to do something un-
usual. We have done art projects, sewn, visited museums, taken long walks in the woods, gathered
shells along the beach, drew a labyrinth in the sand and walked it as we prayed.

How wonderful it is to have this time. We did not know what a gift it would be to us individually and
collectively. This is Christian community at its best.

Our week away is time to step back, to take a break, and to debrief. It is a sabbath rest.

Do you ever take time out of your ordinary life to step back, take a break, and debrief? Is sabbath
rest a part of your soul's vocabulary? How do you take time and make space to listen to God?

The benefits are wonderful. Our souls are at rest in God alone. Our salvation comes from God. We
don't need to do all the work all the time. That leads to burnout, to becoming worn down, and shreds
our souls.

Sabbath, rest, time apart -- | have seen them and they are good.

In late May of this year, the Sisters in the Spirit are going to take a day or two to sail. In the midst of
the work of reflection, we will take a bit of time to play. So I'll come back to you refreshed, renewed,
and with a few good pictures of the view from the deck in Tampa Bay. (And maybe I'll learn what it
is all you half-Floridians love so much about that place!)

Thank you, St. Peter's, for the gift of this week of continuing educa-
tion. May each of us find space and time for sabbath in the midst of
our living.
