 When is the ending the beginning? 

Surprise - Surprise - Surprise  

 

On numerous occasions in the last couple of months I encountered people who 

were surprised at how we are being church.   

  

After the car crashed through the church, people were surprised at our re-

sponse, our willingness to forgo anger and withhold judgment and instead pray 

and express gratitude.   

  

People near and far have expressed surprise that we are putting solar panels on our roof; they are surprised at 

our commitment to environmental stewardship and our willingness to be forward-thinking.   

  

During Palm Sunday worship our guests from Italy, Paola and Davide of the storytelling troupe 

ñRaccontamiunastoriaò (Italian: ñTell me a storyò) told the story of Jesus from the perspectives of Mary Mag-

dalene and Simon Peter.  Some worshippers expressed joyful surprise, saying, ñOur church in New York 

would never go for this sort of thing.ò   

 

Surprise at a church that models forgiveness.  

Surprise at a church that cares for Creation. 

Surprise at a church that values creativity and the arts. 

 

A part of me feels a sigh of relief that the church is now put together again and construction nearly over.  A 

part of me feels relief that the long solar process -research, meetings, research, more meetings, is over.  And a 

part of me feels relief that the planning and organizing of our international visitors is completed.  AND YET, 

by the time you read this we will have celebrated Easter and the resurrection of Christ.  Easter is all about sur-

prise: the surprise that Christ is risen, that Christ has conquered death, is living, and in our midst!  At first 

glance Easter and resurrection seems like the end of the story of Jesus Christ.  But really it is just the begin-

ning.  It is the beginning of new life, for Jesus, for all of us, for the church.  So as we enter Easter and move 

towards Pentecost I am challenged and challenge you to consider how the surprising experiences we have had 

are not ñfinishedò and now behind us, but rather how they might constitute new beginnings. 

 

How will we continue to model forgiveness?  How will we continue to reach out more boldly, intentionally, 

and energetically to the community as we began to following the car accident?  How will we continue to care 

for creation, in our homes and at the church?  How will we tell the story of Jesus in new, creative and engaging 

ways?   

 

Do you remember how Davide and Paola began their Palm Sunday drama?  They began with Mary Magdalene 

and Simon Peterôs discovery of Jesusô resurrection from the dead.  For us as Christians resurrection is not the 

end of the story.  It is our beginning.  It is our starting place and shapes who we are and what we do.   

 

May this Easter season be full of surprises and new beginnings for you!

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Investment Committee Members Sought 
 

St. Peterôs Investment Committee was established by a Continuing Resolution to administer two funds - the Legacy 

Fund and the Facilities Fund.  The Legacy Fund was set up in 2007 with funds from three earlier funds and bequests 

(including funds that provided the Holleck mortgage) to provide ñassets for the congregation and its Mission State-

ment.ò  It was set up with ñon-going disbursement of 90% of the fundôs earning to support St. Peterôs Mission State-

mentò (through the Susanna Stephen Board).  In 2009 the Facilities Fund was set up from an initial bequest ñto sup-

port the preservation and enhancement of St. Peterôs building(s) and property.ò 

These funds are managed by the Investment Committee with professional investment advice from The Bartholomew 

Company (Bob Harris).  In recent months Congregational Meetings have designated these funds for beneficial uses 

for St. Peterôs.  The Legacy Fund is being tapped for an interest-free loan to support the solar photovoltaic project 

which will save electrical costs well into the future AND provide renewable energy income from the utilities to the 

congregation for ten years.  The Facility Fund will provide funds for ancillary projects related to the car crash and 

partial support for the new stove. 

At present the Investment Committee has three members out of the designated six and is seeking new 

members.  The Committee meets only in even-numbered months, so the time burden is limited.  If 

you are interested or desire more information on serving the St. Peterôs community through this Com-

mittee, please contact the Chairman, Bill Vaughan (508-255-0738).

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GREETINGS FROM YOUR CAPE COD ECUMENICAL YOUTH CHAPLAIN  

 

In addition to counseling several teens during the month of April and attending various meetings, I 

also participated in a ñCommunity Conversationò gathering at the Harwich Community Center sponsored by 

the Cape Cod Justice for Youth Collaborative and led by Dr. Robin Robinson from the University of Massa-

chusetts, Dartmouth, MA.  The purpose of this meeting was to discuss teen dating, relationships and violence.  

Everyone was invited: ñparticularly teens, parents, educators, service providers and people who care about 

teens and want to connect with others who also care.ò  Present at this meeting were six local teenagers, two 

former state police officers, now connected with the District Attorneyôs Office, John Pimontesi, who is the 

Dean of Students from Cape Cod TECH, Kevin Turner, the Principal of Harwich High School, Sheila House, 

the Harwich Youth Counselor and myself.  We were particularly interested in what the six teens shared from 

their individual experiences.  To learn more, you are invited to join us at the follow-up conference on May 13, 

from  8 a.m. to 2 p.m., at First Lutheran Church in West Barnstable, as we try to create some solutions to-

gether.  

On April 7, Jon Mitchell, who is the Harwich Police School Resource Officer at the Cape Cod TECH, 

and I spoke to the Ladies Benevolent Society from First Congregational Church about ñTeens of 2011ò.  We 

have done this before at a number of places and it is always well received.  I think the combination of Police 

Officer and Youth Chaplain is quite unique and gives a whole different view of the how this ministry and po-

lice work together to help troubled teens and their families.  Jon Mitchell is a ñperson of great faithò and deep 

concern for our youth.  He describes himself as a ñsocial worker with a gunò.  I call Jon ñmy Jesus Cop, with 

his permission, of course!    

On April 11, Cape Cod TECH held a ñSigns of Suicideò Prevention program for their freshman class.  

After the presentation, students were given a short questionnaire to fill out.  Those scoring high were then 

seen by people in the Guidance Office as a follow-up.  I was there also as a member of their Crisis Team.
